Homework Help
Homework is a critical piece of your child’s education. Some helpful tips for helping students with homework include:

1. Create a space where the student can consistently do homework. Stock that area with supplies such as a dictionary, thesaurus, plenty of writing utensils, rulers, paper and any other supplies they might need. Keep the space neat and organized.

2. Set a consistent time each day when the student will complete homework. Discuss the schedule and organize activities around that time. To establish this pattern, discuss an amount of time the student will read or study (such as 30-45 minutes) even if there is no homework that night.

3. Have a planning calendar where the student can pace long-term assignments.

4. Each day before homework, have the student clean out his/her backpack and organize various papers, notes, etc.

5. Check agendas each day so you know what assignments the student has due.

6. Have the student make a list of what assignments to tackle first. Students should get the toughest assignments out of the way first. 

7. Encourage good study habits and give praise when earned.

8. Check over the student’s work.
