Online Safety Tips

The following are a list of tips, prevention and intervention strategies to keep your children safe while on the web:

1. Set up rules: Develop clear ground rules and post them next to the computer.

2. Talk: Discuss the dangers of using email or chats and the importance of safety when on the website. Don’t chat with strangers, give out personal information or agree to meet “face to face” with anyone met online, send offensive emails or other communication. Report dangerous situations to law enforcement.

3. Consider investing in monitoring or filtering software. Block inappropriate websites.

4. Know the website: Read privacy policies and be sure the site is secure before giving out credit card information.

5. Be informed: Keep the computer in a central place in your home so that you can monitor your child’s internet use. Have your child show you his/her favorite websites.
