· When constructing a bibliography, all sources should be listed alphabetically by the author’s last name.  

· If there is no author, alphabetize by the first letter of the title ignoring “a,” “an” or “the.”  

· The first line begins at the margin; other needed lines are indented.

· Never number your sources on the works cited bibliography
