Trial Preparation Homework:

On the top page, put your REAL name, the name of your CHARACTER, and your group.

(1) Papa Bear, Mama Bear, Goldilocks, Baby Bear, police officer, and all 3 witnesses:
Prepare your testimony (statements for the lawyers which will include what you saw, heard, and did.  Be specific)

I am expecting at LEAST two pages, typed and double spaced (we will make copies for the lawyers in class)

(2) Lawyers (Primary):

List of questions that you will plan on asking plaintiffs, defendant, and each witness (minimum of 4 questions each, feel free to add as many as you like, but I am expecting at least 4).  Remember – some witnesses are hostile, some are friendly, how will you handle this?
What is your strategy?  What will your opening statement include? What will your closing statement include?
What evidence will you present at the trial?  Where will you get it from?

(3) Lawyers (Assistants):

Develop a list of at least 5 desirable and 5 undesirable characteristics of the jurors (what types of backgrounds do you think will make them more sympathetic to your client – (ex. male v. female, young v. old, occupations, ethnicity, religion, hobbies, etc).  Tell me why these characteristics would help or hurt your client.
Develop a list of how to advise your clients (the bears - plaintiffs OR Goldilocks - defendant) to dress, act and speak; what to leave in their statements, and what to leave out. Give at least 5 recommendations for each.
(4) Jurors: 
On the front of the page: prepare a short biography for the new you which includes:

Your character name

Your age

Your job

Your religion

Your hobbies

Are you married?

Do you have children?

Do you have pets?

Have you ever served on a jury before?

Have you had any legal difficulties in the past – parking/speeding tickets, theft, etc?  (if yes, explain)

On the back of that page:

What personal observations of the defendant and plaintiffs will influence your decision (ex. how they look, dress, act, speak – give some examples)

What evidence will you be looking for in order to help you decide the verdict?

(5) Judge:
What charges are “the people” bringing against Goldilocks?

What type of behavior will you expect in your courtroom?

What type of questions will be allowed?

What type of questions will not be allowed?

What is the difference between an ambiguous, a leading, an irrelevant, a speculative, and an objectionable question?

What will your instructions to the jury be?

What events might cause you to dismiss the case entirely?

What sentence do you think that you might give to such a criminal considering her age, prior history, etc?
