Creative - A creative is a student made project that demonstrates an understanding of how their exhibition topic works.

Options-
1. Model

2. Demonstration or Process Video
3. Video Skit

4. Student Photo-story
5. Student Website

Examples of creatives-
1. Student made model (not store bought) The model made must be constructed of basic building materials such as wood, paper mache, cardboard, etc. Models can not be constructed using Lego’s, connects, or any such materials.

2. Demonstration or Process Video – (3-4 minute max) A video can be created by the student that demonstrates how their topic works or the process used to create their topic. For example, a student studying the piano could write music, play their composition, and record their performance so that they could show it during their presentation. The student could also videotape the process used to create their topic. For example, the chocolate making process. The student must be in the video.
3. Video Skit – (3-4 minute max) A video created by the student (and others if desired) can be created to demonstrate their topic. For example, a student studying fingerprinting might want to portray a crime scene and the use of fingerprints to solve the crime. The student must be in the video.

4. Photo-story – A Photo-story can be created that demonstrates a stop-motion process of how their topic works or how it is created. Students must be visible in the photos and the story must be narrated. The narration should be pre-recorded by the student and included as part of the story.
5. Website – A website can be created by the student that demonstrates how their topic works. The website must be completely original and completely created by the student. Students are not permitted to use pre-created templates to design their websites.
